1.- ENGINE POWER LOSS DURING TAKEOFF
a.- If sufficient runway remains for a normal landing, leave gear down and land straight

ahead:

Throttle

Brakes

Land straight ahead

b.- If area ahead is rough, or if it is necessary to clear obstructions:

Gear Selector Switch

c.- If sufficient altitude has been gained to attempt a restart:

Maintain Safe Airspeed
